Where will quiz meets be held?
Each of the participating churches volunteer to host a quiz or two depending on the need in your zone. Hosting involves providing a room for each of the different age levels to compete. After three rounds of questions, the host church provides lunch for all attendees. Afterward, certificates are presented to all participants and everyone heads home! 
How do students prepare for a quiz meet?
Parents/grandparents/guardians read the assigned scriptures along with their child and practice
the given questions 4 or 5 times each week. This will take 20-30 minutes each day. Also, listen to the music CD in the car as you travel! The benefit of the parent/student partnership is that both spend regular time studying God’s word and hiding it in their hearts. The bulk of study is done in the home on a daily/semi-daily basis.  One person will step into the coach/leadership role. The coach is an accountability partner who tests the kids’ knowledge and encourages them and their parents to continue with regular studies. A designated time can be set aside to meet corporately for group practice as well. He/she also informs the participants of quiz dates, times, and places, taking them to the monthly quiz meets.
